Insurance Information

Does the association provide insurance for my home?
No, the Association does not carry a blanket insurance policy that provides insurance for the buildings.  The deed restrictions require that the owners provide their own insurance.  The proper policy for a homeowner to purchase is a "homeowners" policy.  This covers the interior and the exterior of your home.  If you have a condominium policy you will NOT be covered in a catastrophe.  A condominium policy offers no coverage for the exterior of your home.  For this reason, a condominium policy is not sufficient and will not be accepted as proof of insurance.  Only upon receipt of a homeowner’s policy will you be considered to be in compliance with the community’s deed restrictions.
Why do you require a copy of my insurance?
You may have received letters from DTA requesting proof of homeowners insurance.  The deed restrictions for Belmont Park Association require each homeowner to provide the Association with proof of current homeowner's insurance.  The reason for this is to see that each owner has the proper policy in place for his home.  We review the policies as a courtesy to the homeowners.  It is up to the homeowners to ensure that the proper insurance is in place that will cover you in the event of damages.  Again it must be a homeowner’s policy.  A condominium policy is insufficient.
If proof of insurance is not provided within the time frame allotted, you may incur fees and expenses including an insurance research fee of $100.00, the cost of a force placed insurance policy covering the exterior of your home, any attorney’s fees and court costs incurred by the association addressing this matter with you legally.

What will you accept as proof of insurance?

A certificate of insurance or a copy of the declarations page of your policy is sufficient.  The information that we are looking for is the policy number, the type of insurance, the property address it covers, and the coverage dates.  The amount that you choose to cover your home for is up to you.  You can fax, email or mail the information to:

If you are relying on your insurance agent to send us proof of insurance, please contact us at (832)364-6880 to ensure that we have received the information.  As an owner, it is your responsibility to make sure that the proof of insurance is received by Belmont Park in a timely manner.

Does Belmont Park require proof of flood insurance?

All homes in Belmont Park are now considered to be in the 100 year flood plain.  Belmont Park does not require proof of flood insurance, although your mortgage company may require you to have it in place.  It is recommended that you carry flood insurance, but the deed restrictions do not require it.


Is there a specific amount of coverage I must have?
There is not a current guideline of minimum coverage amounts provided by the association; however we suggest you insure for at least the current appraised value of your home.  Your insurance agent can assist you with choosing the appropriate coverage amounts for your home.
